Mayor Janzen called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Motion by Schultz, seconded by Ysker, to adopt the agenda and the consent agenda as presented.

Public 
Karen Stoesz, a resident of 2nd Ave., discussed her concerns with the repairs made earlier this year on 2nd Ave. as part of the 2012-2014 Utility and Street Project. She also commented on the Kuechle lawsuit.  
		
Well #7 –Resolution #36-14
While most of the funds to dig the well and raw water line are grant funds from the Small Cities Development Program (SCDP)  and Public Facilities Authority (PFA) there is a small PFA loan.    Motion by Schultz, seconded by Savage, to adopt Resolution #26-14 Accepting the Offer of MN Public Facilities Authority to Purchase a $47,444 General Obligation Water Revenue Note.  Motion carried unanimously. The loan is for 20 years at 1% interest.   

2012-2014 Street and Utility Project 
The meeting was closed at 6:53 p.m. and the closed meeting opened attorney-client privilege.  The meeting was opened at 7:20 p.m.  No action taken.  
Andy Kehren presented the preliminary assessment roll for council review.  The roll was discussed.  Motion by Savage, seconded by Ysker, to hold the public assessment hearing on Tuesday November 18 at 6 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.  Motion by Schultz, seconded by Ysker, to set a 20 year payment period with a 2.25% interest rate.  Motion carried unanimously. 

Award Auditing Services
The city received proposals from five firms.  The recommendation was made to hire Dennis E. Oberloh, LTD, Redwood Falls, MN.  Motion by Schultz, seconded by Savage, to hire Oberloh for the 2014, 2015 and 2016 audit.  Motion carried unanimously.  The draft budget has been adjusted to reflect the change.  

2015 Preliminary Levy 
The preliminary budget, fire department equipment costs and township fire contracts, employee salaries and on-going pool agreement with Mt. Lake Public Schools, was discussed.  The final levy will be adopted in mid-December and can be equal to or less than the preliminary levy but not greater.   A date for the public input meeting was also considered.   Motion by Ysker, seconded by Savage, to adopt Resolution #27-14 setting
the preliminary levy at $633,991.24 (this includes the EDA levy of $8110.89 adopted at the Sept. 8 council meeting) and the public input meeting for Tues. Dec. 2 at 6:30 p.m. prior to the regular council meeting.  Motion carried unanimously. The preliminary levy, while 10% higher than the 2014 final levy, is expected to drop significantly.     

MN State Retirement System (MSRS) Health Care Savings Plan (HCSP)
The plan was reviewed.  There are benefits to both the city and employee if the plan is adopted for employee retirement payouts.  By consensus the council agreed that city’s non-union and union employee groups should be asked to consider adopting the plan.
