Ordinance #12-09
An Ordinance of the City of Mt. Lake Amending Portions of Ch. 9, Section 9.50, Subd. 2 Non-Conforming Uses and Structures 

The City Council of the City of Mountain Lake does ordain:

That Section 9.50 Subd. 2 is hereby amended to read: 
1.  Definition – For the purposes of this subdivision the term ‘expansion’ shall be defined as any activity that extends the amount of land or floor space used or in  any manner intensifies the lawful non-forming use. 

2.  Any structure or use existing upon the effective date of this Chapter and which does not conform to the provisions of this Chapter may be continued subject to the following:

A.
No lawful non-conforming use shall be expanded. 

B.
If a lawful non-conforming use is discontinued for a period of one year, further use of the structures or property shall conform to this Chapter.

C.
If a lawful non-conforming structure is destroyed by any cause, to an extent exceeding fifty percent of its fair market value as indicated by the records of the County Assessor, and no building permit has been applied for within 180 days of when the property is damaged, a future structure on the site shall conform to this Chapter.

D.
The repair, replacement, restoration, maintenance, or improvement to a lawful non-conforming use, which does not extend or intensify the non-conforming use, is permitted.
